BENTLEYVILLE BOROUGH MINUTES
REGULAR MEETING

Tuesday, July 1, 2014 
7:00 pm at the Bentleyville Municipal Complex
At 7:00PM on July 1, 2014 the Regular Meeting of the Bentleyville Borough council was called to orde by Council President Stan Glowaski, with the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
The Secretary, Kim Sacco, called roll with councilors Roy Larimer, Bill Jobes, Stan Glowaski, Bob Paul, Shannon Watson and Tim Jansante present.  Also present was Solicitor Dennis Makel.  Absent was Mayor Tom Brown and Councilor Gary Damich.
It was moved by Bill Jobes, seconded by Shannon Watson and approved unanimously to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2014 Regular Council meeting.
It was moved by Tim Jansante, seconded by Shannon Watson and all were in favor of approving the minutes of the June 18th, 2014 Special Meeting.
It was moved by Roy Larimer, seconded by Bill Jobes and carried unanimously to accept the Treasurer’s financial report for the period ending May 31, 2014.

Business from the floor :  

James Barnhart of Beallsville Road provided video of water runoff from Friday June 13 during a downpour.  The secretary was directed to provide that video to Penn Dot for their continued evaluation of the cause and possible resolution to the Beallsville Road drainage issues.  Mr. Barnhart also offered the area in front of his property to the new police officer for stake out for possible traffic violations.
Diane Luketich mentioned someone shooting a firearm within the Borough limits.  This person said that he could do what he wanted on his property.  The State Police were called.  Dennis responded with information that a recent decision by Commonwealth Court ruled that Municipalities don’t have the authority to curtail shooting on private property.

Matt Hyita requested that the Borough observe the run off from David Drive onto his property.  Mr. Hyita was reminded that the Borough had only recently taken over David Drive and the plan for paving and final finishing of David Drive would not be completed until 2015.  It is a work in progress.
John Soloman appeared regarding 117 Main Street.  Mr. Solomon is inquiring as to what the basis was for the condemnation of said property and whether the Borough intends to recognize that this property is Zoned Commercial and the there should be different code requirements to what is required for it than for residential property.  Kerry Krider asserted that the main concern is a problem with the foundation, the left side as you’re facing the property is falling in and out.  Mr. Solomon has tried to get in touch with Mr. Krider for 3 weeks with Mr. Krider never returning his calls.  Mr. Solomon maintains that the problem is a Penn Dot issue and he intends to contact Penn Dot concerning the structural damage.  He questioned if the Borough proceed with condemnation if there is pending litigation with Penn Dot.  Mr. Makel questioned what Penn Dot would have to do with the structural problem on Mr. Soloman’s property.  Mr. Soloman conceded that the building does need to be repaired, but he feels that Penn Dot should correct the problem. Mr. Makel invited Mr. Soloman to call him to discuss this issue further.

It was moved by Roy Larimer to approve the proposal submitted by Morgan Excavating subject to a review based on calculation.  The motion carries with ita the stipulation that if the cost exceeds the estimate they must submit a written change request to be approved by Bentleyville Borough Council. The motion was seconded by Tim Jansante with all members in favor.

Neiswonger Construction has bonded Ames Road and the solicitor had contacted them regarding damage done due to heavy hauling.  Rich Rush and Mr. Johnston at Neiswonger met on June 27  at the site.  Rich Rush gave Mr. Johnston direction on what needs to be done.  They seem to be working together.
MS Engineers and Penn Dot has asked that the Borough reconsider landscaping of the round about.  Penn Dot would assume all costs of design and planting.  The Borough would need to maintain it after it is completed.  Penn Dot provided us with a sample maintenance / agility agreement to look at.  Stan asked for a motion to approve an agreement for the roundabout.  Council chose not to act on it.
The Borough received information from MPF Management LPC regarding Oil and Gas Lease, they said that they were hired by Rice Energy and the information was forwarded to Solicitor Makel.  It was moved by Bob Paul to approve the oil and gas lease addendum with Rice at $3500 per acre with 18% royalties and no storage or production of oil and gas on the properties and no oil and gas activity on the surface of the property.  The motion was seconded by Roy Larimer.  All were in favor.  
Solicitor Makel reported that the Charleroi Federal General Obligation Note would be done tomorrow.
The Parking Ordinance was tabled until the road committee had the opportunity to look at streets for next meeting.  Mr. Makel suggested that council put together a list of streets for August.  After that is done Mr. Makel will insert the changes in the ordinance and it can be advertised for September’s meeting.  There was discussion of allowing the mayor to declare a snow emergency and with that, precluding residents from parking on the side of the road to allow for snow removal.
Other Unfinished Business:
Stan questioned the Bethlehem Baptist Church that had been condemned and whether or not it would be added to next year’s list.  Any demolition of a commercial structure would run four to five times that of a residential structure.  It cannot be added to the demolition list for this year.

New Business:
It was moved by Tim Jansante and seconded by Bill Jobes to approve the 2013 Year End Reports as prepared by Kuchar, Turek and Associates.  All were in favor.
It was moved by Bill Jobes and seconded by Shannon Watson to advertise the “Concise Financial Report of Bentleyville Borough”.   Mr. Jobes questioned whether or not there was a better more user friendly way to disperse this information and was informed by the solicitor that advertising in a newspaper of general circulation is required by law.  The motion was called and all were in favor.
It was moved by Tim Jansante and seconded by Bill Jobes to enter into the agreement that was prepared by Dennis Makel between HMT and Associates and Bentleyville Borough.  All were in favor.
Solicitor Makel provided Borough Council with a representative Personnel Policies Handbook.  It was recommended that council look at said policy and be prepared to act on it by the August 5th, 2014 meeting.

Council received one letter of interest for the vacancy on the Bentleyville Municipal Authority board.  It was moved by Bob Paul, seconded by Tim Jansante to appoint James Barnhart to a four year term on the authority beginning July 1, 2014 and running through June 30th 2018.  All were in favor.
Michael Gosnik of Spring Street was questioning whether the Borough could cover the “no parking” sign just for the summer months.  It was moved by Roy Larimer, seconded by Robert Paul and all were in favor of doing so.

It was moved by Bob Paul to repair the sidewalks at 141 Main Street and the next property on Main Street, seconded by Bill Jobes.  All were in favor.

CS Construction submitted a bid to repair the sidewalk at 141 Main Street.  Tim Jansante made a motion to accept the bid for $3550 to repair sidewalks, the motion was seconded Bill Jobes.  All were in favor.
The solicitor will have the Heavy Hauling Agreement with Rice Poseiden completed on the next business day.

The Borough will be receiving their 2013 Act 13 Gas Impact Fee Allocation in the amount of $49,220.86.  Tim Jansante moved that the Borough open a separate account at PNC to deposit these funds into to be used for various allowed purposes and also open a separate account for the LSA Funds that the Borough would be transferring from Charleroi Savings Bank.  The motion was seconded by Stan Glowaski.  All were in favor.
Other new business

Mr. Jobes moved to acquire emails with “BentleyvilleBorough.com” addresses with a cost not exceed $75.00.  The motion was seconded by Shannon Watson and all were in favor.
